Dear Friends, 
 

 Good Friday this year will have extra meaning for me; it will mark 15 years 
since my first Sunday at our church. 
 

 Late in March 2011, District Superintendent Judi 
Purvis contacted me out of the blue to say she had 
“two churches, just north of you” which had an imme-
diate need for a pastor, at least through Easter.  If 
things went well, she explained, it could be a perma-
nent arrangement.  On April 3rd, we arrived at Wave-
land, and then at New Market, for the first of 780 Sun-
days, as of this 15th anniversary.  Brooke and I were 
38 at the time, and Jacob had just turned seven.   
 

 On that first Sunday I was truly moved by the reception we received: smiling 
faces at each church and a front row filled with happy teenagers in New Market.  
By the summer I signed a contract to be officially appointed to serve the charge.  
My short-term plan was to spend three years, at which point I was eligible for ordi-
nation through the Nazarene Church (from which I was “on loan” to the UMC).  I 
had no idea what a wonderful journey actually lay ahead.   
 

  Together, over these 15 years we have dealt with Covid and disaffiliation; we 
have joined a new denomination, changed our name, and celebrated our 150th anni-
versary.  We have watched as the church landscape around us changed, both local-
ly and nationally.  We have seen many people leave our pews for their eternal glo-
ry, and we have also seen many fresh faces come to join us.  Through it all, this has 
remained the healthiest and most loving congregation I have ever seen, and God 
has blessed us at every turn. 
 

 Just before that first Sunday I wrote to the late Dr. William K. Quick to tell 
him my news.  Dr. Quick, once the pastor of one of America’s largest Methodist 
churches, taught church administration at Duke in his retirement, and was a mentor 
and friend to me.  In his response to my email he said: “You have no idea what 
God has in store for you.  You probably wouldn’t believe it should it be revealed in 
a vision…. Yours will be – I predict – a special outreach.” 
 

 He was certainly right that I had no idea what God had in store, for me, or for 
us.  May His blessings continue to overflow.  Today, I thank you, as I also thank 
Him, for the undeserved honor of being “your pastor.”
